Introduction

Guiding Principles
· Safety First: Protecting the well-being of all participants and staff.
· Christ-Centered Care: Promoting compassion, respect, and responsibility.
· Compliance: Adhering to Florida state laws and Department of Children and Families (DCF) guidelines.
· Preparedness: Ensuring staff are trained and equipped to respond to emergencies.

Health Standards
· All children must have updated emergency contact and medical information on file.
· Parents must notify staff of allergies, chronic conditions, or special needs.
· Staff will maintain confidentiality of health records.
· Sick children must be picked up promptly and may not return until symptom-free for 24 hours.

Safety Standards
· Facilities will be inspected regularly for hazards.
· Fire exits and evacuation routes will be clearly marked and practiced.
· First aid kits and emergency supplies will be accessible at all times.
· Staff will supervise youth at all times; no child will be left unattended.
· Safe play rules will be enforced to prevent injury.

Emergency Procedures
· Medical Emergencies: Staff will administer first aid and contact emergency services if needed.
· Fire/Evacuation: Regular drills will be conducted; staff will lead children to designated safe areas.
· Severe Weather: Program will follow local advisories and shelter-in-place procedures.
· Lockdown: Procedures in place for threats to safety; staff trained in crisis response.

Hygiene and Sanitation
· Handwashing required before meals and after restroom use.
· Surfaces, toys, and equipment sanitized daily.
· Food preparation follows safe handling guidelines.
· Restrooms cleaned and stocked regularly.

Staff Responsibilities
· Complete training in CPR, first aid, and child safety.
· Monitor compliance with health and safety standards.
· Report hazards or incidents immediately to leadership.
· Model safe and healthy behavior for youth.

Parent Partnership
· Parents must provide accurate health information and update records as needed.
· Parents are encouraged to reinforce safety practices at home.
· Parents will be notified promptly of any health or safety incidents.

Florida Compliance
· Aligns with Florida Department of Children and Families (DCF) standards for youth programs.
· Mandatory reporting of suspected abuse or neglect.
· Adherence to state licensing and inspection requirements.

Incident Reporting
· All health and safety incidents must be documented.
· Reports include date, time, nature of incident, staff response, and outcome.
· Copies may be shared with parents and kept on file.
