📘 Child Protection Policy 
Purpose
To ensure the safety and well‑being of all children and youth participating in the Ki8ng’s Kids Christian Enrichment Program at Pathway Church Freeport.
Key Principles
· Children are a gift from God and must be protected from harm.
· All volunteers and staff share responsibility for safeguarding.
Policies
· Screening: Background checks and references required for all volunteers/staff.
· Training: Mandatory orientation covering child protection, emergency procedures, and appropriate conduct.
· Supervision: Two‑adult rule at all times; no volunteer should be alone with a child.
· Boundaries: No physical discipline, inappropriate touching, or private communication outside program channels.
· Reporting: Any suspicion of abuse or neglect must be reported immediately to the program director and, if necessary, to appropriate authorities.
· Facilities: Safe environment with clear evacuation routes, first aid kits, and secure sign‑in/out procedures.
· Communication: Parents informed promptly of incidents, concerns, or emergencies.
Enforcement
· Violations of this policy may result in removal from volunteer service and, if necessary, reporting to authorities.
